Dr. Luther G. Brewer, age 86 of Cary, NC died on Thursday, November 28th at Sunrise of
Cary after an extended illness. Dr. Brewer was a long-time resident of Cary and the Pastor
Emeritus of Greenwood Forest Baptist Church where he served as senior pastor for 33
years (1966-1999). He is survived by his wife of 61 years, Mary George Brewer; 3

He was a
member of the Cary Rotary Club and Past President and Paul Harris Fellow. He was a
former Board of Trustees member for Meredith College, Raleigh, NC and The School of
Pastoral Care Foundation, North Carolina Baptist Hospital, Winston-Salem, NC. He was
also was an adjunct instructor for Southeastern Baptist Theological Seminary, Wake
Forest, NC.

Other accomplishments include receiving the Meritorious Service Medal for significant
contribution of distinguished service to the US Army Reserve (November 1977) and
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary significant contribution of distinguished service to
the cause of Christ (July 1974).
