He had recently completed time in a wonderful rehab facility, was in a new job that he
loved, and was very hopeful. As much as Rob is missed by his family & friends, we are so
glad he is forever free - happy & whole with the Lord for eternity - never again caught up in
the vicious cycle of addiction.
